2. INTERPRETATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

2.2 In case of discrepancy in the drawings, specifications and schedule of quantities the matter shall be
brought by the Contractor to the notice of the Engineer-in-Charge.

17. FIRE PREVENTION
The contractor shall provide and maintain fire-fighting equipment at his own cost and take adequate
fire precaution for the safety of all personnel and temporary and permanent works and shall prevent
damage or destruction by fire of trees, shrubs and grasses.

18.CLEARING THE SITE
The site of work described and shown in the Plant with 3 m around shall be cleared off all the
obstructions, loose stones and material, rubbish of all kinds, bushes, trees, brush wood, etc.
complete. No trees shall be cut without permission. If any tree has to be cut, this shall be done by
the contractor with the approval of the Engineer. All holes, hollows whether the originally existing
or produced by removal of loose stone or brush wood, or bushes, etc. shall be carefully filled up with
earth well rammed and levelled off as directed by the Engineer.

19. FORCE MAJEURE

Any delays in or failure of the performance of either parties thereto shall not constitute default
hereunder or give rise to any claims for damages, if any, to the extent such delays or failure of
performance are caused by occurrences such as acts of God or the public enemy, expropriation or
confiscation of facilities by Government authority, compliance with any order or request of any
Governmental authority, acts of war, rebellion, sabotage, fire, floods, explosions, riots or illegal
strikes, provided always that such occurrences result in impossibility of performances of the
contract. Only events of Force Majeure which actually impede the execution of the Contract at the
time of its occurrence shall be taken into cognizance.

20. TAXES AND DUTIES
Further to the provision of Clause 3 8(i) and 38(ii) of GCC, the entire work of construction as per the
scope of work covered under this contract shall be treated as “WORKS CONTRACT”. Tenderer
should quote for the work accordingly. The quoted price should include all taxes, royalties, levies,
license fees, etc. including “Works Contract Tax”. The Contractor will be responsible for the final
assessment of the tax and make balance payment or to get refund from Tax authorities wherever
admissible.

21. INCOME TAX
Income tax at prevailing rates on the gross amount of bills shall be deducted from the Contractor’s
bills as per Section 194 of the Income Tax Act or any amendments there to. GST-TDS shall be
deducted from RA Bills at the prescribed rates.

22.SUPPLY OF MATERIALS
Contractor has to supply all the material as specified in Contractor’s Scope of Supply including all
consumables like grinding & cutting wheels etc, required for execution of the job.

23.QUALITY CONTROL
23.1  All material before being utilized in work shall be inspected and tested by the Engineer-in-Charge
or his representative. Only approved materials shall be used in the works.

For day to day and periodical tests to be carried out on materials, mixes and placed concrete,
mortar etc. samples shall be specified by the Engineer-in-Charge from time to time.

The final acceptance of the work shall be based on the evaluation of the test results of the quality
control laboratory. The Contractor shall make suitable arrangements to see that one of his
representatives remains present at the time of taking samples and shall authenticate the samples,
facts, if so required. Should the Contractor fail to keep his representative present at site at the
time of taking samples or fail to provide required labourers and other equipment to collect
samples, these shall be taken by the Owner and the samples selected shall be considered as
authentic as jointly taken. The cost incurred by the Owner when the Contractor fails to provide
required men and materials for collecting samples and for their transport shall be recovered from
the Contractor.

LAYOUT

The layout and levels of all the works shall be the responsibility of the Contractor at his own cost
with reference to the general grid of the plot and benchmark given by the Engineer-in-Charge.
The Contractor shall provide all assistance, instruments, materials and men at his cost to the
Engineer-in-Charge for checking the detailed layout and correctness of the layout and levels. The
approval of the Engineer-in-Charge shall not be deemed to imply any warranty and shall not
relieve the Contractor of his sole responsibility in connection with carrying out the work correctly.
Making benchmark and the reference line pillars etc. and maintaining these up to the completion
of the work shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. No extra payment shall be made on this
account.

The various works shall be executed true to lines, levels and grades. The periodical checking of
these by Engineer-in-Charge shall not absolve the Contractor of his responsibility regarding their
accuracy. In case of any deviation or discrepancy in lines, levels or grades are noticed at the
meeting face or elsewhere, the Contractor shall have to make good the deviation discrepancy at
his cost without any compensation for the rectification works that arise, if any. The Engineer-in-
Charge, shall further have unquestioned rights, if need be, to rectify the discrepancies and recover
the costs from the contractor.

Any change in layout due to site conditions or technological requirements shall be binding on the
Contractor and no extra claim on this account shall be entertained.

25.WEATHER CONDITIONS

The Engineer may order the Contractor to suspend any work which in the opinion of the Engineer
may be subjected to damage due to prevailing weather conditions.

ECOLOGICAL BALANCE

The Contractor shall maintain ecological balance by preventing deforestation, water pollution and
defacing of natural landscape. All trees and shrubbery which are not specifically required to be
cleared or removed for construction purposes shall be preserved. Equipment and vehicles that give
objectionable emission of exhaust gases shall not be operated. Burning of materials resulting from
clearing of trees, bush and rubbish may be permitted only when atmospheric conditions for burning
are considered favourable.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Name of Work: Annual contract for piecemeal jobs on day-to-day basis in General shift & Round
the clock shift in Sodium Plant of HWBF (Vadodara)

All the jobs covered under the schedule of quantities shall be required to be carried out over a period
of 12 months from the date of work order/from the date of commencement. In case job demands,
the contractor will have to increase the strength of the manpower for timely completion of jobs.

The Contractor is abiding to pay minimum wages to their labours as per the Notification by the
Ministry of Labour, Govt. of India. Presently, the minimum rate of wages applicable at
HWBF(Vadodara) in respect of the contractor’s Labour working in the plant w.e.f. 01.04.2024 is Rs.
651/- per day for 8 hrs duty. The minimum rates of wages are likely to change from time to time as per
the notification by the Ministry of Labour, Govt. of India. Under such circumstances the contractor is
also abide to pay revised minimum rate of wages to their labours.

The contractor will provide the safety gadgets | personal protective equipment like safety shoes,
helmets, protective clothes etc. However, HWBF(Vadodara) shall provide other kind of personal
protective equipment as per the job requirements like safety belts, safety goggles, aprons etc. for
carrying out the jobs safely as per the guidelines of safety section.

On acceptance of tender, the name of the authorized representative(s) of the Contractor shall be
communicated to HWBF(Vadodara). The authorized representative should be holding valid power of
attorney for formal execution of agreement and who would also be responsible for taking instructions
from HWBF(Vadodara).

Contractor’s engineer/supervisor shall entirely co-ordinate this work with HWBF(Vadodara)
authorities throughout the currency of the contract. The work shall be executed under contractor’s
engineer/supervisor’s constant supervision.

PENALTY

Delay in completion of the job beyond the stipulated time shall attract compensation/liquidated
damages @ 1.5% of contract value per month subject to maximum of 10% of value to be decided by the
General Manager, Heavy Water Board Facilities, Vadodara at his discretion and the same is binding on
the contractor. Any deviation proposed in the offer will make the offer invalid and stand rejected which
may please be noted.

In normal working condition, contractor has to deploy minimum 91 mandays quarterly (or more if and
“as & when” asked by EIC of work as per requirement), on all days on 8 hrs normal duty basis. In case
of the contractor fails to deploy required man power i.e. 91 mandays quarterly, penalty will be levied
on contractor for ‘per no. of absentee manpower’ at the prevailing labour rate (present rate is Z.651/-).
If required, contractor shall also arrange to provide manpower to work in extended working hours to
execute the jobs as per the plant requirements.
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
