5 The value of executed works shall be brought to the current costing level by enhancing the
actual value of work at simple rate of 7 o/o per annum, calculated from the date of completion to
last date for Request for ptrchase / Download of Tender Document.

Also if such a violation comes to the notice of Departrnent before start of worlq the Engineer-in-

charge shall be free to forfeit ttre entire amount of EMD and Performance Guararrtee.

10. The time allowed for carrying out the work will be reckoned from the 15ft day after date of
Written order to commence the work or from the first day of handing over of the site,
Whichever is later, in accordance with the phasing, if any, indicated in the tender documents.

The Security amount will also be accepted in cash or in the shape of
Govemment securities, Fixed deposit Receipts of Scheduled Bank or State Bank of India will alio be
accepted for this pulpose. These shall be endorsed in favor of the Pay & Accourrts Officer, IfWp,
Tuticorin.

I7 . The acceptance of tender shall rest with deparhnent which does not bind itself to accept ttre lowest
tender and reserves to itself the authority to reject any or all of the tenders received, without
assigning any rgason. All tenders in which any of the prescribed conditions are not fi:lfilled or
incomplete in any respect are liable to be rejected.

18. Canvassing in connection with tenders is strictly prohibited and the tenders submitte.d by the
contactors who resort to canvassing will be liable for rejection.

19. On acceptance of the tender, the name of the accredited representative(s) of the contractor
r,vho would be responsible for taking instructions from the Engineer-In-charge shall be
communicated to the Engineer-In-charge

20. The Department reserves the right to accept the rvhole or only part ofthe tender and the tenderer
shall be bound to perform the same at the rates quoted.

21. Income Tax & other levies will be deducted from the bills as per applicable rules.
TDS/GST @2% shall be deducted from each RAlFinat Bill as per the provisiors of Section 51 of
GSTAct.

All Taxes including GST in respect of this contract shatl be payable by the contactor and
Govemment will not entertain any claim whatsoever inthis respect.

Before submitting the tender, the tenderer will be deemed to have satisfied himself by actual
inspection of the site and locality of the works, that all conditions liable to be encountered Owing tfre
executionofthe worls are taken into account andthattherates quoted inttre tenderforms are adequate
and all-inclusive to accord with the provisions in Clause - 37 of General Conditions of Contact for the
completion ofttre works to the entire satisfaction ofthe Engineer.
