Joint ventures and or Consortiums
are acceptable. Leading partner should be registered in india.
2.2 Bidders should have valid GST, PAN & TIN registration.

8 Opening of Tenders
8.a Online tender documents submitted by intending bidders shall be opened on
the specified date.
8.b After opening of tender, the documents submitted by bidders shall be

evaluated. Accordingly tenderers will be qualified / disqualified by the
competent authority.

No modification in the tender shall be allowed after opening of tender.

Prospective agencies shall satisfy themselves of fulfilling all the NIT criteria
before submission of tender. Department reserves the right of non-
consideration of tender of the agencies not fulfilling the NIT stipulations and / or
having adverse report. If it is found that the tender is not submitted in the proper
manner, or contains absurd rates it will be open for the Government to ignore

the tender.

Any effort on the part of the bidder or his agent to exercise influence or to
pressurize the employer would result in rejection of his bid. Canvassing of any
kind whether directly or indirectly, in connection with tenders is strictly
prohibited and the tenders submitted by the contractors who resort to

canvassing will be liable to rejection.

The contractor shall not be permitted to tender for works in HWB in which his
near relative (responsible for award and execution of contracts) is posted as
Assistant Accounts Officer or as an officer in any capacity between the grades
of Engineer/ Scientific Officer and Scientific Assistant (both inclusive). He shall
also intimate the names of persons who are working with him in any capacity or
are subsequently employed by him and who are near relatives to any Gazetted
officer in HWB or in DAE. Any breach of this condition by the contractor would
render him liable to be removed from the approved list of contractors of this

Department.

No Engineer of Gazetted rank or other Gazetted officer employed in
Engineering or Administrative duties in an Engineering Department of the
Government of India is allowed to work as a contractor for a period of one year
after his retirement from Government service, without the previous permission
of the Government of India in writing. This contract is liable to be cancelled if
either the contractor or any of his employees is found any time to be such a
person who had not obtained the permission of the Government of India as
aforesaid before submission of the tender or engagement in the contractor’s

service.

The tender for the works shall remain open / kept valid for acceptance for a
period of 31 (thirty one) days from the date of opening of tender.

If any information furnished by the applicant is found to be incorrect at a later
stage, they shall be liable to be debarred from tendering / taking up works in

HWB in future forever.

The Department reserves the right, without being liable for any damages or
obligation to inform the bidder to a) Amend the scope and value of contract. b)

Accept / Reject any or all the applications without assigning any reason thereof.

The competent authority on behalf of President of India does not bind himself to
accept highest or any other tender, and reserves to himself the authority to
reject any or all of the tenders received without the assignment of a reason. All
tenders in which any of the prescribed conditions are not fulfilled or incomplete
or any condition including that of conditional rebate is put forth by the tenderer

shall be summarily rejected.

Interested bidders can inspect
the material before submitting their quotation. However, no guarantee can be

given that the material would be exactly identical to the inspected material.

It is mandatory to obtain Police Verification Certificates in respect of labour

engaged for execution of works in HWP Manuguru by paying requisite fee. The
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successful Bidder whose tender is accepted will be required to obtain and shall
submit Police verification Certificate (PVC) of all the staff including Engineers,
supervisors and labours to be engaged for the work at his own cost, through the
police station, by paying requisite fee at the rates in force from time to time as
per the guidelines issued by the state Government Keeping in view the national
importance of this plant, the successful bidder shall ensure security measure
besides whatever is mentioned in the General Conditions of contract. All
stipulations and instructions given by Plant/Colony Security personnel and CISF
from time to time shall be scrupulously be followed for entry, exit of men and
materials and as also during execution of work for security purpose. The
necessary sums required to meet this aspect shall be considered by the

contractor and should quote accordingly.

Sales Tax or all Tax including GST in respect of this contract shall be payable
by the contractor and Government will not entertain any claim whatsoever in

this respect.

The rates quoted shall be inclusive of all material, men, equipment/ plant /
machinery etc. required for satisfactory completion of item in all respects but

exclusive of all taxes as applicable.

Ambiguities in rates quoted

item and total is generated automatically. Therefore, the rate quoted by the

bidder in figures shall be taken as correct.

The successful tenderers shall have to deposit as security deposit an amount
equal to 3% of total sale order with the Pay & Accounts Officer, Department of
Atomic Energy, Heavy Water Plant, Manuguru within ten working days on
receipt of confirmation regarding acceptance of their offers. Security Deposit

should be in the form of demand draft / Fixed deposit receipt of scheduled bank.
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Security deposit shall be returned only after six weeks of the satisfactory
completion of the contract. In the event of failure on the part of the buyer to lift
the sale order quantity, Security deposit is liable to be forfeited without any

further notice.

Authorized Representative:

On acceptance of the tender, the name of the accredited representative(s) of
the contractor who would be responsible for taking instructions from the
Engineer-In-charge shall be communicated to the Engineer-In-charge. The
successful tenderer will have to furnish the name and qualification of the
Technical Assistants employed by the contractor together with the willingness
letter of the technical assistant and appointment orders of the contractor at the

time of the concluding agreement.

Interest:
The contractor will not be entitled to claim any interest on arrears which he may

Instructions for Online Bid Submission

(Department User may attach this Document as an Annexure in their Tender Document which
provides complete Instructions for on line Bid submission for Bidders)

The bidders are required to submit soft copies of their bids electronically on the CPP Portal, using
valid Digital Signature Certificates. The instructions given below are meant to assist the bidders in
registering on the CPP Portal, prepare their bids in accordance with the requirements and submitting
their bids online on the CPP Portal.

More information useful for submitting online bids on the CPP Portal may be obtained at:
https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app.

REGISTRATION

1) Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public
Procurement Portal (URL: https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app) by clicking on the link
“Online bidder Enrollment” on the CPP Portal which is free of charge.

2) As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username
and assign a password for their accounts.

3) Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile numbers as part of the
registration process. These would be used for any communication from the CPP Portal.

4) Upon enrolment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate (Class Il Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any Certifying Authority
recognized by CCA India (e.g. Sify / nCode / eMudhra etc.), with their profile.

5) Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders are
responsible to ensure that they do not lend their DSC’s to others which may lead to misuse.

6) Bidder then logs in to the site through the secured log-in by entering their user ID /
password and the password of the DSC / e-Token.

SEARCHING FOR TENDER DOCUMENTS

1) There are various search options built in the CPP Portal, to facilitate bidders to search
active tenders by several parameters. These parameters could include Tender ID,
Organization Name, Location, Date, Value, etc. There is also an option of advanced search
for tenders, wherein the bidders may combine a number of search parameters such as
Organization Name, Form of Contract, Location, Date, Other keywords etc. to search for a
tender published on the CPP Portal.

2) Once the bidders have selected the tenders they are interested in, they may download the
required documents / tender schedules. These tenders can be moved to the respective ‘My
Tenders’ folder. This would enable the CPP Portal to intimate the bidders through SMS / e-
mail in case there is any corrigendum issued to the tender document.

3) The bidder should make a note of the unique Tender ID assigned to each tender, in case
they want to obtain any clarification / help from the Helpdesk.
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PREPARATION OF BIDS

Bidder should take into account any corrigendum published on the tender document
before submitting their bids.

Please go through the tender advertisement and the tender document carefully to
understand the documents required to be submitted as part of the bid. Please note the
number of covers in which the bid documents have to be submitted, the number of
documents - including the names and content of each of the document that need to be
submitted. Any deviations from these may lead to rejection of the bid.

Bidder, in advance, should get ready the bid documents to be submitted as indicated in the
tender document / schedule and generally, they can be in PDF / XLS / RAR / DWF/IPG
formats. Bid documents may be scanned with 100 dpi with black and white option which
helps in reducing size of the scanned document.

4) To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard documents

which are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of uploading such
standard documents (e.g. PAN card copy, annual reports, auditor certificates etc.) has been
provided to the bidders. Bidders can use “My Space” or “Other Important Documents” area
available to them to upload such documents. These documents may be directly submitted
from the “My Space” area while submitting a bid, and need not be uploaded again and
again. This will lead to a reduction in the time required for bid submission process.

Note: My Documents space is only a repository given to the Bidders to ease the uploading process.

SUBMISSION OF BIDS

Bidder should log into the site well in advance for bid submission so that they can upload
the bid in time i.e. on or before the bid submission time. Bidder will be responsible for any
delay due to other issues.

The bidder has to digitally sign and upload the required bid documents one by one as
indicated in the tender document.

Bidder has to select the payment option as “offline” to pay the tender fee / EMD as
applicable and enter details of the instrument.

Bidder should prepare the EMD as per the instructions specified in the tender document.
The original should be posted/couriered/given in person to the concerned official, latest by
the last date of bid submission or as specified in the tender documents. The details of the
DD/any other accepted instrument, physically sent, should tally with the details available in
the scanned copy and the data entered during bid submission time. Otherwise the
uploaded bid will be rejected.

Bidders are requested to note that they should necessarily submit their financial bids in the
format provided and no other format is acceptable. If the price bid has been given as a
standard BoQ format with the tender document, then the same is to be downloaded and to
be filled by all the bidders. Bidders are required to download the BoQ file, open it and
complete the white coloured (unprotected) cells with their respective financial quotes and
other details (such as name of the bidder). No other cells should be changed. Once the
details have been completed, the bidder should save it and submit it online, without
changing the filename. If the BoQ file is found to be modified by the bidder, the bid will be
rejected.
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6) The server time (which is displayed on the bidders’ dashboard) will be considered as the
standard time for referencing the deadlines for submission of the bids by the bidders,
opening of bids etc. The bidders should follow this time during bid submission.

7) All the documents being submitted by the bidders would be encrypted using PKI encryption
techniques to ensure the secrecy of the data. The data entered cannot be viewed by
unauthorized persons until the time of bid opening. The confidentiality of the bids is
maintained using the secured Socket Layer 128 bit encryption technology. Data storage
encryption of sensitive fields is done. Any bid document that is uploaded to the server is
subjected to symmetric encryption using a system generated symmetric key. Further this
key is subjected to asymmetric encryption using buyers/bid opener’s public keys. Overall,
the uploaded tender documents become readable only after the tender opening by the
authorized bid openers.

7) The uploaded tender documents become readable only after the tender opening by the
authorized bid openers.

8) Upon the successful and timely submission of bids (i.e. after Clicking “Freeze Bid
Submission” in the portal), the portal will give a successful bid submission message & a bid
summary will be displayed with the bid no. and the date & time of submission of the bid
with all other relevant details.

9) The bid summary has to be printed and kept as an acknowledgement of the submission of
the bid. This acknowledgement may be used as an entry pass for any bid opening meetings.

GENERAL & TECHNICAL CONDITIONS OF TENDER

1 INTRODUCTION

GENERAL DESCRIPTION:

Heavy Water Plant (Manuguru), is an industrial unit under the administrative jurisdiction
of Department of Atomic Energy, Government of India (GOI).

Heavy Water Plant, Manuguru, is situated on the banks of river Godavari at
Mittagudem village near Bhadradri, which is 12 KM away from Manuguru and 330 KM
away from Hyderabad, in Bhadradri-Kothagudem district of Telangana state.

Deuterium is a stable isotope of hydrogen. Natural water contains nearly 150 ppm
Deuterium. Water containing less than natural abundance of deuterium, is known as
Deuterium Depleted Water (DDW). It is reported that treated DDW has many positive
health applications like anti-cancer/tumor, fight against side effects of chemotherapy and
radiotherapy, removal of DNA errors and in cure of diabetes, heart diseases, thalassemia,
nonspecific immune defense of the body, anti-ageing and Radio-protective effects.

HWB can supply DDW of 125ppm from HWP Manuguru. Recognizing the growing
potential of DDW, HWB promotes the use of DDW.

2 SCOPE OF SUPPLY

DDW shall be sold to the successful Bidder from the designated delivery point i.e. HWP
(Manuguru), Telangana. HWB/Heavy Water Plant, Manuguru intends to sell, through this
bid, DDW of required quantity. Bidder has the option to quote in different slabs as per the
required quantity.

3 MODE OF TENDERING:

Online e-Tendering through CPP Portal.

4 INSPECTION OF THE MATERIAL AT SITE BEFORE QUOTING:

Interested bidders may inspect the material / area before submitting their quotation. If the
Bidder has any query, the same shall be got clarified prior to submission of the bid. The
Bidder shall visit for inspection between 09.30 AM to 05.00 PM at HWP (M)’s premises
on all working days with prior permission from General Manager, HWP Manuguru
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EVALUATION PROCEDURE

The Bidder shall furnish necessary documents to satisfy all the clauses of NIT mentioned
along with the bid for our scrutiny.

A) Methodology for pricing discovery:

Price chargeable to buyer(s) shall be the price discovered resulting from the bids received
as per the methodology described below.

B) Price & Bidding Methodoloqgy:

Bidder can quote for any quantity of DEUTERIUM DEPLETED WATER. The quoted
rate should be exclusive of all taxes. Bidder has the option and can quote in any of the
slabs (or the three slabs). (Three slabs are provided as per the quantity). Slab 1 is for
annual quantity < 1000 kgs , Slab 2 is for annual quantity 1000 kgs to 10,000 kgs and
Slab 3 is for annual quantity >10,000 kgs. For bulk taker, i.e, slab-3, minimum
consignment shall be more than 9 MT. This sale order is valid for a period of one year.
The quoted price will remains firm till completion of sale order.

Highest (H1) quoted unit rate among all bidders will be considered for award of the sale

order in that particular slab. The H1 price shall be the notified price for DDW sale.

e All statutory duties / taxes / levies shall be charged extra. GST rate at the time of
execution shall be applicable.

2. Repeat Order: If the party is willing to purchase additional quantity of Deuterium
Depleted Water after purchasing the entire sale order quantity, sale order will be
placed at the same terms and conditions of the previous sale order at the discretion of
Competent authority HWB.

NON-AVAILABILITY/SHORT FALL IN SUPPLY OF DDW:-

HWB/HWPM does not guarantee availability of DDW in agreed quantity regularly and
will not be liable for any compensation or damages to the Bidders for any shortfall.

OPERATION OF CONTRACT:

1. Bidder shall inform the work plan of the day to the Engineer-In-Charge at least one
day in advance. Bidders shall submit written request for issue of vehicle/driver gate
pass one day in advance with details viz., vehicle insurance, registration, driving
license & copy of Aadhar Card (for driver).

TIMING OF LIFTING DDW:

The buyer shall take delivery of DDW on any working day after 15 days of prior
intimation to EIC. It is necessary to take confirmation from technical Services, HWP(M).
Before lifting each consignment, the buyer shall deposit the full cost of the consignment
at least 10 days prior to taking the material.

The successful Bidder shall follow the HWPMs prevailing procedure for issue of Gate
pass for DDW from time to time.

VALIDITY OF THE OFFER:

PERIOD OF THE CONTRACT:

The contract shall be valid for a period of_one year from the date of issue of Sale Order
or completion of total work order quantity whichever is earlier. However, AD (PC&
HRD) reserves the right to grant time extension subject to extenuating conditions.

TAXES, DUTIES, LEVIES ETC.

The Bidder shall be liable and responsible for payment of all existing & future statutory
levies in the form of taxes, duties, octroi etc. on the supply.
